The Ten Commandments: Commandments 8-10
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Exodus 20:15-17

Remember these three commandments (along with the previous three) make up the “second table” of the Ten Commandments, which describe our relationship with others and are summarized by Jesus' command to “love your neighbor as yourself.” (Matt 22:39)

The Eighth Commandment: “You shall not steal.” Ex 20:15

When have you gotten caught stealing something?

What types of 'stealing' are acceptable according to today's society?

How many different types of 'stealing' can you think of?  Do you think they are covered by the prohibition in this commandment?

Read Ephesians 4:28 – What motivation does Paul give for not stealing here?

The Ninth Commandment: “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.” Ex 20:16

“We can break the ninth commandment through slander, talebearing (repeating a report about a person without careful investigation), creating false impressions, by silence, by questioning the motives behind someone's actions, or even by flattery.” - David Guzik

How big do you think the problem of Christians bearing false witness against their neighbors is today?

How do you struggle with how you talk to and about other people?  In what situations are you tempted to be less than honest and truthful?

Read Proverbs 12:17-23

What different characteristics are given to those who speak the truth and those who lie?

Read Jesus' description of Satan in John 8:42-45.  Why do you think Satan is associated with lies?

How does this contrast between Jesus and Satan help you see the weight of your words?

The Tenth Commandment: “You shall not covet …” Ex 20:17

How is this commandment different from the other nine?

What is the difference between coveting and innocent desire?

“Literally, the word for covet here means 'to pant after.' Covetousness works like this: the eyes look upon an object, the mind admires it, the will goes over to it, and the body moves in to possess it. Just because you have not taken the final step does not mean you are not in the process of coveting right now.” - David Guzik

Where do you struggle with coveting?

Read 1 Timothy 6:3-10

What does “godliness with contentment” mean (v6)?  Why is there great gain in it?

Where have you seen the warnings in v9-10 come true?

Do you consider yourself to be a content person?
