BCM Bible Study – October 29/30, 2014
Romans 10-11

Intro

We’re still looking at the problem of Israel’s unbelief. Has God’s plan gone awry? No, says Paul – the present condition of Israel shows a pattern of divine action and human response which has been unfolded often enough in the past. We saw chapter 9 from a perspective of divine election - God’s patience, sovereignty and mercy, and now in chapter 10 (and the last 3 verses of chapter 9) from a perspective of human responsibility. 
Review 9:30-33 – Israel stumbled over the stumbling stone – in spite of all the privileges which were theirs as Israelites, the divine gift of righteousness could be attained by them only in the same way as it was open to those outsiders of Gentiles who has been past shut out from the knowledge of God and his ways, by faith.

Read Romans 10:1-9 “Two” Ways of Righteousness
What are the two ways Paul mentions? 
How do people attain righteousness by these ways? 

Read Romans 10:9-17 The World-Wide Proclamation 
What do these verses tell us about the good news we have to share with the world?

Where might God be calling you to be one with beautiful feet who preaches the good news?

Read Romans 10:18-21

What are the questions and answers in V. 18 and 19?
Who is making who jealous? Why do you think that is?

Intro: In God’s grace, patience and mercy, He wants all to be saved by faith. But Israel has chosen the law and rejected faith in Christ. What will happen to Israel?

Read Romans 11:1-10

Has God rejected His chosen people Israel? Evidence?

Who is the remnant? How did they come to be?

Read Romans 11:11-24

Explain the Olive Tree in your own words.

What does Paul warn the Gentiles?

Read Romans 11:25-32

What is the mystery the Paul reveals?
Read Romans 11:33-36 (Here is matter for unending praise to God concluding the whole argument of chapters 1-11)
What phrase or attribute about God from these verses strikes you the most?

What does v36 mean?  What are some implications of this verse as you walk with God and minister to those around you?
