BCM Bible Study – September 24/25, 2014
Romans 5 – Christ offers salvation for All. 
Read verses 1-5

Now that we are righteous before God, what have we gained? (vs 1, peace). How has faith in Jesus Christ changed our relationship with God?
What things do you usually rejoice over?  What does it mean to rejoice over the hope of the glory of God?  We will get to be in/share in the glory of God (8:15-25). This hope is not the hope that we think of as something that might happen. It is a certain expectation.
In your life or that of someone you love, when have you seen suffering or trials produce:  perseverance, character, hope?  How has that affected the way you look at struggles?  Have you ever rejoiced over struggles? How does knowing this process of character change help us rejoice in our suffering?  Perseverance means steadfastness.  Character means to be proved. 
What promises are there in these verses?    Hope, God’s love poured into our hearts, peace with God, etc.

Read verses 6-11 

What does it mean to be a sinner (ungodly), is this related to being enemies of God?  
What does it mean that Christ died for us while we were still sinners (ungodly)? What is powerful about the timing? 

What does reconciliation mean to you in these verses? What about salvation? 

Reconciliation- Paid the price, offered forgiveness, change, exchange, the restoration of friendly relations. 

Salvation – Brought into, Deliverance, Delivered out of danger and into safety.  
Read verses 12-21

Verses 12-21 can be confusing. Notice the “-“ in verse 12,  it may help to read vs. 12, then 18b as one sentence: 


“12 Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in this way death came to all people, because all sinned— so also one righteous act resulted in justification and life for all people.” 
Verse 12 may sound a little harsh, what does it mean death came to all people? 

How is Adam like the one to come? Who is the one to come? 
How is Christ’s gift different from Adam’s trespass?  

Do you think is fair that one sin by one man brings death to all people, to yourself? How do you understand this? Is it easy for you accept that one man’s act of good saved all people including yourself? 
 

Reflect/Conclusion:  

Where are you in your relationship with God, have you accepted his gift of forgiveness, are you in a process of salvation/growing in relationship with Him?
